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Romeo & Juliet: Love and Death

Speak not, reply not, do 
not answer me! Wife, we scarce thought us blest 
that God had lent us but this only child; but now 
I see this one is one too much, and that we have 
a curse in having her. Out on her, hilding! (III.V.161). 
Lord and Lady Capulet will disown Juliet if she does not marry Paris. They would leave her on the streets on her own with no food, money, or even a place to stay. This shows that they do not care about her and they would leave her to die alone. Juliet loves Romeo so much that she would have her parents disown her. By this you can see that when Juliet meets Romeo she becomes mature and therefore her childhood ends. 
Romeo and Juliet s love leads to their own deaths because they cannot live without eachother. They killed themselves because they each thought the other was dead. They felt the same for eachother when they both would kill themselves for the one they loved. Their love was a mutually strong relationship. They felt that there was no reason to live if they cannot be with the one and only person they loved.
